CONTROL MEASURES 
Steps to be taken to avoid an accident or incident leading to an injury:










	
1. Provision of safety matting around suits to protect participants who fall over.
2. Customers must be instructed to: -

1. Remove any ear or body piercing, shoes, glasses or hard/sharp objects.
1. Adhere to all instructions given. 
1. Game to be played inside the inflatable only.


3. Spectators must stand outside the inflatable while game is in progress
4. Any person who looks physically impaired should not take part in using the equipment. 
5. Any person using this equipment must be in good health. Zorbs should not be used by anyone who suffers from a heart or back problem, epilepsy or pregnant.
6. The zorbs must be inspected after installation on site to ensure there is no risk of injury.
7. Allow adequate space for safe use.
8. The game will be stopped if it seems too dangerous.
